ID Verification within Grocery Store Chains
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= Most improved: Chain had at least 50% increase in ID verification
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ID verification may have been suppressed during inspection if inspector was escorted.


Average % Time Inspector Escorted by Grocery Store Staff
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Mean Pre = 56% Mean Post = 81%

= Most improved: Chain had greater than 50% improvement in
visitor escorting
